Key Stage 3 (Discovery) and Explorer
Reading/Phonics have dedicated lessons interweaved into their timetable. 
The curriculum is mapped so that Fridays are dedicated to personal development, KS3 students join a carousel of different lessons over the course of the year. Within this, careers is linked this programme and interweaved through PSHCE and Living Skills.
Explorers follows the ‘Equals’ Curriculum which has a flexible approach for students with a range of learning profiles. Students develop skills which are purposeful and beneficial to them. Not all subjects are standalone. Subjects then come under the umbrella of ‘The World Around Me, My Communication, My Thinking and Problem Solving, My Physical Wellbeing, My Independence and My Relationships and Sex Education’.
******Friendship, Communication and Money Management are taught through interweaved lessons however the explorer groups go out into the community weekly to practice the skills of being friendly, communicating and handling money independently.

Key Stage 4 (Discovery) and Key Stage 5
At HVH we offer options to our year 9s to start studying in Key stage 4 and again we offer options to those who wish to continue their education into our 6th Form.
Both key stages have dedicated career lessons linked to their personal development
Some KS4 and KS5 students will extend their learning and attend the following colleges: South Staffordshire College (Cannock) and Wolverhampton Vocational Training Centre.
Some KS5 students also enjoy weekly work experience and independent study.
*Geography and History are taught as options within KS4 and 5 curriculums.
**Sport is the terminology used for physical education within the kS5 curriculum. 
***Reading at KS4 and 5 is done through a variety of ways such as within English and at tutor times.
****Food Technology at KS4 and 5 is optional, as this is an accredited course which is named Hospitality.
*****Careers at KS3 is currently taught through assemblies and PSHCE lessons.
